• Contest is open to 4-H and FFA members who are enrolled in and have received instruction in the shoot 
sports Archery Projects. 

• Awards and premiums will be awarded based on the following: 
o Each competitor will take a 20 question written test based on the archery project book.  The 

written test is worth a possible 60 points. 
o The shooting competition is worth a possible 180 points. 

• Participants must be 4-H or FFA archery members to enter 
• Equipment permitted: 

o Long bows, recurves and compound are permitted.  Crossbows are NOT permitted. 
o Sights, stabilizers, cable guides, and mechanical releases are permitted 
o Arrows can be made from any materials.  All arrows must be equipped with field points.  Broad 

heads are NOT permitted. 
o All archers are to bring a minimum of six arrows to the competition.  It is recommended that a 

spare arrow be included in the archer’s equipment due to the possibility of arrow failure during 
competition.   

o A tie will be broken by a shoot-off from the farthest distance.   
o Range rules will be announced prior to the start of the shoot. 
o A standard 122-cm F.I.T.A. target will be provided.   
o The superintendent has the right to stop the competition at any time that it is deemed that the 

participants or spectators may be at risk.

instruction in the shooting sports Shot Gun Project. 
• Each contestant must have demonstrated his/her ability in safe handling of firearms on the range to the 

satisfaction of the certified shotgun instructor prior to the contest. 
• Eye and ear protection is required.  Contestant must bring their own ear protection and shooting glasses. 
• Shooters are to provide shotguns and ammunition 
• Each contestant will shoot at a total of 50 clay targets from at least five different stations with optimum 

breakpoints at a range of 10-30 yards 
• The superintendent has the right to stop the contest at any time that it is deemed that the participants may be 

at risk 



• Contestants will be responsible for shooting fees charged by Greensburg Sportsman’s Association.

• This contest is open to 4-H and FFA members who are enrolled in and have received instruction in the 
shooting sports .22 Rifle Project – ages 10 and older. 

• Each contestant must have demonstrated his/her ability in safe handling of firearms on the range to the 
satisfaction of the certified rifle instructor prior to the contest. 

• Eye and ear protection is required.  Contestant must bring their own ear protection and shooting glasses. 
• Shooters are to provide their own rifles.  Pep rear sights and aperture front sights are to be used.  No scopes 

permitted.  Slings and shooting jackets are permitted.  The superintendent has the right to deny use of any 
additional or unusual equipment. 

• Ammunition and targets will be provided. 
• The superintendent has the right to stop the contest at any time that it is deemed that the participants may be 

at risk. 
• Course of fire: 

o Ten rounds in each of three positions 
� Prone 
� Kneeling or sitting 
� Standing 

• Each contestant may fire three sighting shots to check their rifles. 
• A three minute preparation period and 10 minutes of fire will be allowed for each position.  Each shooter 

will fire all positions before leaving the line. 
• Shooting distance for the contest is 50 feet.  The type of target is the A-17 small bore, 10 bull, 50 foot target. 
• Order of firing will be determined by the range officer. 
• Contestants will take a written test. 
• Contestants will be responsible for shooting fees charged by Greensburg Sportsmen’s Association.

shooting sports air rifle or rifle project. 
• Each contestant must have demonstrated his/her ability in safe handling of firearms on the range to the 

satisfaction of the certified rifle instructor prior to the contest. 
• Eye and ear protection is required.  Contestants must bring their own shooting glasses and ear protection. 
• Shooters can provide air rifles and ammunition or, several Daisy 853 target rifles in 177 caliber will be 

provided.  Peer rear sites and aperture front sites are to be used.  The superintendent has the right to deny 
use of any additional or unusual equipment. 

• Targets will be provided.   
• The superintendent has the right to stop the contest at any time that the participants may be at risk 
• Course of Fire: 

o Ten rounds in each of three positions 
� Prone 
� Sitting or kneeling 
� Standing 

• Each contestant may fire three sighting shots to check their rifles.  A three minute preparation period and 10 
minutes of fire will be allowed for each position.  Each shooter will fire all positions before leaving the line. 

• Shooting distance for the contest is 33 feet. 
• The type of target is the NRA 10 meter 10 bull air rifle target by Daisy. 
• Order of firing will be determined by the range officer.
